Thello overnight trains berth numbering plans:

Paris to Milan, Verona & Venice

Sleeping-cars (1, 2 & 3 bed compartments)…
Each compartment can be used as a 1, 2 or 3 berth room.  Each compartment has a washbasin.
- When used as a 2-berth compartment, the bottom & top berth numbers are used, e.g. 21 & 25.
- When used as a 1-berth compartment, only the bottom berth is used, e.g. 11, 12, 21, 22….
- There are inter-connecting doors between adjacent pairs of compartments to make suites for 2 to 6 people
  travelling together (e.g. 11/13/15 has a door to 12/14/16, 21/23/25 has a door to 22/24/26, and so on…)
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4-berth couchette cars…
- These are identical to 6-berth couchettes, but with lower occupancy.

- Toilets & washrooms are at the end of the corridor.

- When used as a 4-berth car, the berth numbering looks like this:
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6-berth couchette cars…
- These are identical to 4-berth couchettes, but with higher occupancy & all 6 bunks in use.

- Toilets & washrooms are at the end of the corridor.

- When used as a 6-berth car, the numbering looks like this.
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
